28 JULY – 3 AUGUST 2025 

VADMECUM NUOVA FIERA DI ROMA 

GENERAL INFORMATION 
On the occasion of the Jubilee of Youth, which will take place in Rome from July 28 to August 3, 2025, a 
large number of participants from all over the world is expected. Therefore, all pilgrims are kindly invited to 
check in advance the schedules, locations, and access procedures for the events and to prioritize the use of 
public transportation for getting around the city. 

To stay constantly updated on the latest news and to facilitate participation in the Jubilee events, it is 
recommended to download the official Iubilaeum25 app, available on the App Store for iOS and on the Play 
Store for Android. 

 
TRANSPORTATION TO THE CENTER OF ROME 

To reach the center of Rome, the following transportation options will be available: 

• Railway line: It will be possible to use the railway line departing from the New Fiera di Roma 
Station, operating from 6:00 AM to 12:30 AM. For more information, it is recommended to consult 
the Ferrovie dello Stato website. 
On August 2 and 3, additional trains between Nuova Fiera di Roma and Ciampino will be provided 
to reach the Jubilee events at Tor Vergata. 

• Shuttle service: 
o ATAC will provide 90-seat shuttles connecting Nuova Fiera with Ostiense Station (Piazzale 

dei Partigiani); the estimated travel time is about 30 minutes. On July 28, the shuttle 
service will be available from 9:00 PM to 12:30 AM; from July 29 to August 1, 2025, from 
7:00 AM to 10:00 AM and from 9:00 PM to 12:30 AM. On August 2, 2025, shuttles will 
depart from Nuova Fiera di Roma from 7:00 AM to 10:00 AM towards the “Cornelia” 
station on Metro Line A. 

o COTRAL will organize 60-seat shuttles connecting to Magliana and Laurentina stations; in 
this case, the travel time will also be approximately 30 minutes.

Inside the New Fiera di Roma, cleaning services will operate continuously, ensuring clean and hygienic 
environments 24 hours a day throughout the pilgrims’ stay. 

To ensure everyone’s safety and well-being, support and assistance stations will also be available. On-site 
services will include fire safety personnel, staff trained to assist in evacuation procedures, medical teams 
with ambulances for any necessary healthcare interventions, as well as an Advanced Medical Post (PMA) 
equipped to handle emergencies directly on site. 

OPENING HOURS  

Check-in will be available starting at 7:00 AM. 
On the day of departure, check-out must be completed by 10:00 AM. 

Throughout the entire stay, the gates of the New Fiera di Roma will be open from 5:30 AM to 1:00 AM. 
Outside of these hours, access will still be guaranteed thanks to the continuous presence of security staff, 
available 24 hours a day. 

 

CODE OF CONDUCT WITHIN NUOVA FIERA DI ROMA 

To ensure a safe, orderly, and respectful environment for all visitors and staff, all participants are kindly 
asked to follow these guidelines: 

• Respect shared spaces: It is essential to keep common areas tidy and avoid leaving waste or 
materials out of place. 

• Dispose of waste properly: Use the appropriate containers for separate waste collection, available 
throughout the fairgrounds. 

• Avoid disruptive behavior: Please maintain an appropriate tone of voice and respect the peace and 
activities of others. 

• Do not damage structures or furnishings: It is prohibited to attach materials to walls or structures 
without authorization, as well as to move furniture or equipment. 

• Cooperate with staff: In case of need, follow the instructions provided by service and security 
personnel. 

 
PA SYSTEM IN THE PAVILIONS 

The public address system in each pavilion may be used only in case of emergency and only by authorized 
Fiera Roma personnel. 

 
PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES 

Persons with physical disabilities may refer to the Jubilee volunteers for any specific needs. Upon arrival at 
the Fiera di Roma, volunteers will accompany them to the area reserved for them. 

 
ELECTRONIC DEVICE CHARGING STATIONS 



Each pavilion contains designated areas for charging electronic devices. These areas are supervised by 
Jubilee volunteers, and guests are not allowed to access them directly. To charge a device, it must be 
handed over to the volunteers along with the charger and power cable. 

Charging stations are operational daily from 5:00 AM to 9:00 AM and from 5:00 PM to 2:00 AM the 
following day. They remain off during nighttime hours for safety reasons. 

 
OVERNIGHT ACCOMMODATION ARRANGEMENTS AT THE FAIR 

Upon arrival at their assigned pavilion, pilgrims will be welcomed by volunteers. After providing the name 
of the group leader, they will be accompanied to their designated sleeping area. Each group must remain 
within its assigned area, which will be marked with colored lines on the pavilion floor. 

 
INFORMATION ON KIT COLLECTION AND BREAKFAST 

Those staying at the New Fiera di Roma will receive their kits and breakfasts on-site. Volunteers, together 
with group leaders, will distribute them to all pilgrims. 

The breakfast includes toasted bread slices, peach jam, hazelnut spread, apricot croissant, rice cakes, peach 
juice, cutlery and napkin.  

 
BAR  

Bars will be set up in each pavilion at the New Fiera di Roma. Pilgrims will be able to use meal vouchers at 
these bars to purchase food.
